	Use "no article" with the names of continents, countries, cities or states

	Use ‘the’ in the names of countries that contain the words ‘united’, ‘union’, ‘kingdom’ or ‘republic’, and collective countries such as "the Phillippines" 

	45
	Use ‘the’ with the superlative degree (also include "ideal"/"perfect") 

	46
	Do not use ‘the’ with the comparative degree

	47
	Use ‘the’ with the comparative degree for double comparatives or when the adjective is a comparison is used as a noun

	48
	Use ‘the’ with ordinal numbers and ranking words like ‘next’ and ‘last’, and words serving as end-points of a scale like 'beginning' and 'end'

	49
	Do not use an article with ordinal numbers or ranking words when listing ideas

	50
	Do not use "the" with ordinal numbers referring to names of prizes.

	51
	Do not use ‘the’ with ‘next’ or ‘last’ when referring to specific items like ‘next month’, ‘last Christmas’, ‘next Tuesday’, or ‘last year’

	52
	Use ‘the’ when generalizing about an entire class of musical instruments

	53
	Use ‘a’, ‘an’ or ‘the’ if the sentence can mean either the general class of instrument or any one of the instruments

	54
	Use ‘the ‘ when generalizing about an entire class of animals

	55
	Use ‘a’, ‘an’, or ‘the’ if the sentence can mean either the general class of animals or any one of the animals

	56
	Use ‘the’ when generalizing about an invention

	57
	Use ‘a’, ‘an’ or ‘the’ if the sentence can mean either the general class of the invention or any one of the inventions

	58
	Use ‘the’ with family names followed by a noun

	59
	Use ‘the’ when the noun is the only one that exists

	60
	Use ‘the’ to express the plural of nationalities that have no other plural form

	61
	Use ‘the’ with adjectives that act as plural nouns to describe a group of people (Abstract Adjectives)

	62
	Do not use an article with the names of languages or religions with have not been made definite

	63
	Use ‘the’ when the word ‘language’ is used after the name of the language or when the word ‘religion’ is used after the adjective for (or name of) the religion

	64
	Do not use an article with the words ‘few’ or ‘little’ if the meaning is especially negative

	65
	Use ‘a’ when the words ‘few’ or ‘little’ express a positive meaning

	66
	Use ‘a’ when the words ‘few’ or ‘little' are used with the words ‘only’ or ‘just’

	67
	Use ‘the’ for directional terms (north, south, east, west, left, right, top, bottom, center) if they follow prepositions like ‘to’, ‘in’, ‘on’, ‘at’, or ‘from’

	68
	Do not use an article if a compass direction immediately follows an action verb like ‘go’, ‘travel’, ‘turn’, sail’, ‘fly’, walk’, or ‘move’

	69
	Use ‘the’ with large periods of historic time like the 1990’s, the Jet Age, the Dark Ages, the Cambrian Period, etc.

	70
	Use ‘the’ in special names and titles (Epithets)

	71
	Use ‘the’ for body parts that have been struck or touched by an outside object

	Do not use an article when referring to numbers or letters in a list

	73
	Use ‘the’ with the word ‘same’

	74
	Use "no article" with words associated with date (including day of week/month/year): "on Monday" "since October" "in 2000" 

	75
	Use "the" when modifying word occurs in phrase: "In the year 2003" 

	76
	Use "the" when the noun is made definite by an anaphoric reference: "The Black Sea Coast" "The Harvard faculty"

	77
	Use "no article" when noun used as word rather than meaning: "How do you spell 'cat'?" "What's the definition of 'automobile'?"

	78
	Use "the" when proper noun modified by limiting word: "the famous Lake Michigan" "The one and only John Smith" 

	79
	Use "no article" with "by" or "via" + modes of transportation/communication: "by plane" "via telephone"

	80
	Use "no article" with time: "3 pm"

	81
	Use "no article" when profession is used as identifier: "Actor Brad Pitt"

	82
	Use "the" with names of specific groups or collectives of people: "The Republican Party" 

	83
	Use "no article" with names of levels or sections: "Section A" "Pandemic Level"

	Use "no article" with names of majors: "a PhD in Business Administration"

	Use "the" with "the past" and "the future"
